“Three weeks ago we heard Peter’s confession of faith as told in John’s gospel. This week we
hear Mark’s version, when Peter says, “You are the Messiah.” In John, the stumbling blockis
Jesus’ invitation to eat hisflesh, givenfor the life of the world. In Mark too the scandal has to
do with Jesus’ words about his own coming death, and here Peterhimself stumbles overlJesus
words. But Jesusis anointed (the meaning of messiah) in Mark only on the way to the cross so
we are anointedin baptism with the sign of the cross.”

As one becomesolder a noticeable signs of aging is that no matter how much exercise, the
muscles beginto show signs of weakeningand even deterioration. Therefore mobility can
become affected and muscle strength declines. They say that stabilityis directly related to this
decline in muscle strength. Of course the central muscle which determineslife, the heart, also
becomes a victim of this decline. All muscles seemto decline as age overtakes us.

The exceptionto this isthe most powerful or strongest muscle contained within the human
body — the tongue. Of course physically the tongue is extremely vital forwithout it eating
becomesvirtuallyimpossible. Butit isalso vital because it isa necessary muscle involvedin
speaking. Therefore itisuseful in our communication and relationships with others. This small
muscle is so powerful it can be extremely destructive and hurtful to not only oneself butto
others by what it relays through speech. It isthe instrument which relays the direction of our
mindset.Jamesin his epistle relatesitas the small rudder of a ship. Although beingvery small it
controls the ship’sdirection. James writes, “Or look at ships:thought they are so large that it
takes strong windsto drive them, yet they are guided by a very small rudder whereverthe will
of the pilotdirects. So also the tongue isa small member, yet it boasts of great exploits.”
Therefore the power of the tongue can be utilize to promote or project good but also has the
ability to spew evil as illustrated by James. “How great a forestis setablaze by a small fire! And
the tongueis a fire.

The power of the tongue not only projects who we are but how it affects others. The power of
the tongue becomes extremely important forthose who teach, those who lead, and those who
have positions of influence. They have the extreme responsibility to project the truth as well as
that which promotes the well-being of theiraudience. When they project hurtful and
destructive thoughts itis very clear what can happen. History, as well as current events, are
proof of the hurtful, destructive, and even deadly consequences. But we need not look beyond
ourselves we too have the capacity to show forth both sides of the tongue as James indicates,
“From the same mouth come blessingand cursing.”

If we turn to the life of Jesus we clearly see evidence of how the tongue can be damaging while
on the other hand very constructive and even life-giving. Throughout His ministry Jesus was the
recipient of tongues of fire from those inauthority. The Scribes, Pharisees, Sadducees, and even
Priests were attacking Him with false claims which eventually lead the people to believe the
charge of blasphemy leadingto the crossed. Truth be known Jesus also had very little good to
say about the hypocrisy of those in authority. But Jesus’ words were grounded intruth whereas
the authorities made up accusations which suited theirown purposes. We haven’t progress
very much for such made-up accusations and lies still very much persists today causing
sufferingand even death.

On the other hand, Jesus with His tongue healed people and also received positive reactions of
the tongue from others. This is somewhat the situation when after many months in closely
followingJesusthe disciples found themselves with Him in the region of Caesarea Philippi
which was Gentile territory and the center of many pagan gods. In these surroundings Jesus
asked His disciples, “Who do the people say that | am?” The answer which came back was “John
the Baptist, and others Elijah, and still others, one of the prophets.” These were far from the ill
tongued words of the authorities. Then he got more personal “But who do you say that | am?”
Beingimpulsive and outspoken Peter blurted out, “You are the Messiah.” This was the ultimate
answer of a tongue of praise.

But, upon hearingthis Jesus ordered them not to tell anyone. Such big news, why in the world
would He tell them that? If He was the Messiah He would want the support of everybody. Could
it have beenthat He knew that they really misunderstood the true meaning of the Messiah and
thus who He really was? Peter, a Jew, knew the traditional meaning of the Messiah which had a
long history. It was a history which began centuries prior to Jesus. It was a history which saw
the Messiah as God’s anointed political king who would lead the Jews to their new kingdom.

* With such a concept of the Messiah, it was easy to see how the disciplesand Petercame to
misunderstand who thisJesus was. Afterall, they had seen one miracle after another which
could only have come through the power of God. Time and time again they witnessed Jesus’
actions which defied humanreason and human capabilities. He had evengiven them the power
to heal. His powers and authority over the human and natural conditions were beyond the
powers of any human. Onlya superhuman, operating out of the powerand authority of God
could have done the things which Jesus did. He was the closest example they could have
imagined to be the Messiah. They thought that it would only be a matter of time before this
Jesus would exercise His ultimate powerand the Kingdom of Israel reestablished.

Jesus knew He was being misunderstood and He knew He had to have more time inredefining
the Messiah and His mission. Make no mistake, the misconception coming from the tongue of
Peterwas real and quickly became evident. Jesus therefore immediately began to teach them
about the truth of who He was. ‘The Son of Man must undergo great sufferingand be rejected
by the elders, the chief priests and the Scribes, and be killed and after three day rise again.”
Woe, wait a minute, this is not the Messiah we have longedfor. He certainlyisn’ttalkingabout
Himself. Maybe He is confused; maybe He is playinga game with us. He has to stop thissilly talk



—it’sbad P.R. Therefore, impulsive Peter pulled Jesus aside to let the other side of his tongue
come forth in rebukingJesus. What inthe world are you doing? Are you in your right mind?
That’s not the Messiah you’re talking about. Stop this ridiculous talk for you are the Messiah.

In return Jesus rebuked Peter, “Get behind me, Satan! For you are settingyour mind not on
divine things but on human things.” Don’t try to tempt me to be what | am not. You have totally
misunderstood who | am and now you want me to live up to your misunderstandings. | will not
do that. You are the one who must openyour mind as to who | reallyam. You must openyour
mind as to how God definesthe Messiah. You must understand God’s kingdomis a spiritual
kingdom which permeatesall of life and goes well beyond earthly kingdoms. This iswhy | don’t
want you going around spreading your misunderstandings until you really understand who |

am. You must know the truth before unleashing yourtongue.

Jesus then gathered His disciplesand those who were following Him and began to teach them
what it meant to be a follower of this new concept of the Messiah. Such a follower must not
see life justin terms of earthly glory, richesand power. They are to rather see life interms of
denial and de-emphasis of all these earthly goals in order to gain the real importance of life —
the Gospel of love. “For those who want to save their life will lose it, and those who lose their
life formy sake, and for the sake of the Gospel, will save it.”

Jesus, the Messiah, the Christ, is not to be misunderstood. His kingdomis not foundin
religiosities and social traditions and mores but in livinglife itselfin God’s message of love and
forgiveness. Hiskingdomis the way of life. I[tevenisn’t man’s earthly institutions like the
church. The church, its doctrines, teachings and rituals are not in and of themselves Christianity,
but are pathways to lead us to walkin God’s way through Jesus life and message. His kingdom
is not to be falsely misrepresented by loose tongues proclaiming self-indulgingideologies.

Our tongues need always seek to proclaim this kingdom of love. This is what we have been
called to do through our baptism as experienced by Owen this morning. In his baptism we all
have the responsibility to see that he hears and seesthislove through us. He needs us to help
guide him away from misunderstandings to the truth as found in the Gospel and as reveled to
him through God’s ever presence. We must display the tongue of truth and love and not that of
fire and misunderstandings. He is a child of God and needsto know what that means as he
journeysthrough life/ This journey for him has just begun and for us it continues. Each of us
needsto share and received the witness of love through how we control the power of our
tongues.
