So oftenin life the truth of realityis difficult to accept especially whenitseemsnot to bein our
advantage to do so. This is a human trait which we all may experience at one time or another.
Even though the facts and the truth of the matter are plainly evident we still may deny them
and rationalize our way around them. We tend to think that this is a prominent trait within
young people whentheyact in the face of reality as if they are exemptfrom the inevitable
results. It’s the “It can’t happento me” syndrome. Itis as if there is that super human gene
which exemptsone’slife fromthe truths of reality. The result may turn intolife threateningor
life changing circumstances. One seesthat thisas prevalentindrug addiction. It is also evident
in the attitude that life owes me everythingwhen life in fact it owesyou only the next breath
you take and eventhat is not assured.

But denyingthe realities of life do not stop at the doorstep of young people. Denying shows no
age discrimination. For instance how many times do we put off going to a doctor when we are
afraid of some symptoms which we may have. It is so easy to say they will go away because “It
cannot happento me”. We live ina time which exemplifies this. Even though statistically the
reality is that we are still livingduringa deadly and life changing pandemic there are millions of
peoplelivingindenial and willing to be mislead by dangerous ideologies. Thisisin light of taking
the proven effectiveness of vaccines and measures of slowingthe spreading of the virus and
relegatingthem as false premises. Thisis also in denying the reality that they are not only
putting themselvesin dangerbut everyone else.

The instinct to put off the probability of bad news and to deny its possible reality can be so
easy to follow. Thisis exactly what happened with the disciples for Mark writes “...for he was
teaching His disciples, sayingtothem, ‘'The Son of Man is to be betrayed into human hands, and
they will kill him, and three days after beingkilled, he will rise again.’ But they did not
understand what he was sayingand were afraid to ask him.” This of course was not anything
which they wanted to hear no less believe. Who would want to hear such bad news about a
close friend? Who would want to hear such news about someone you had beenfollowing
because you believed that person would become a national and powerful political leader?
Besides, who could believe, noless understand, such a statementwhenit endedin what
seemed to be total irrationality, “and three days after beingkilled, he will rise again”? What in
the world did He mean by that? Mark then relates that they were afraid to ask him.

Their fear could have been because of Jesus previously lashing out at Peter for questioning His
future or it could just have beenthat they simply didn’t want to hear the reality of what was
ahead and thus were in a state of denial. Beingin a state of denial is most likely the case

because immediately afterward on theirway to Capernaum they evidently still believed that
Jesus was the political Messiah for they were arguing among themselves who was the greatest
among them. This argument was all about who would receive the greatest positions of power
and prestige in the new Kingdom of Israel. If they were not in denial than why argue about such
a matter?

But the Kingdom which Jesus referred to throughout His ministry was not a kingdom controlled
by power, wealth and prestige. Those who would be considered to be firstin linein this
Kingdom of God would not be those who sought power, wealth, and prestige in fact their
position would be last. Now this must have been very confusing to the disciplesforthisisn’t the
way the systemworks. We may even be baffled by this for we look at societies, nationsand
kingdoms throughout history and they are dominated by power, prestige and wealth. Afterall
the reality isthe survival of the fittest while the oppressed, downtrodden, and weak are there
to support those who are considered to be firstin line. That is the reality we see throughout the
world in

which enslavementisstill very much a reality and the downtrodden are contained and
suppressed. Every so oftenthe suppression becomestoo great and rebellions take place. James
points this out, “For where there is envy and selfish ambition, there will be disorderand
wickedness of every kind.” Even when the rebellions and revolutions are successful it seems
they return to the same old system of dominance.

But the revolution which Jesus presentsis far different forthe first will be lastand the lastshall
be first. And who are these that are considered to be last in earthly kingdoms? These are those
who see life beyond theirown egos, pride, and selfish wants. Jesus said” Whoeverwants to be
first must be last of all and servant of all.” Those that society place on the bottom rung are
those who serve othersand theirambitionis to help their fellow man. We can see this in the
breakdown of occupational salaries as to where our priorities are in our society today. But the
revolution of Jesus givesa whole new reality to life forin the kingdom of God those who serve
are those who are first.

Those who put service to others first may not become rich, famous and powerful but will find
that they are able to bring about a positive change in life. Acts of selflessness may be seen by
some as acts of weakness but to those who are the recipients of these acts are a sign of great
strength and compassion. These are the acts which give life and do not take life. These acts are
not driven by lobbyist, favor seekers, or even praise givers. These acts are not motivated by
greed or wealth. These acts are not fueled by prestige. These acts are not born out of prejudice
or out of partiality.

Those who will be first in the Kingdom of God are those who in spite of theirown needs and
evencircumstances in life give of themselvesin service to others. This is what true leadershipis
all about. Itis not about wealth, prestige, greed, and power. But | am afraid that such
leadership would be denied because people would then be expected to follow the example of



theirleader. This may justbe too much of a price to pay in terms of our pursuit of societal
goals. This just may be a sacrifice which we are not willing to make.

But thisis the cost of becoming firstin God’s Kingdom for this kingdom is governed by love.
Love is not all about self but self pays the price inloving. Love is self-giving and therefore may
be said to be self-sacrificing and not self-serving. Unfortunately all too many are fearful of such
a self-givinglove and thus are in denial of seeingthe benefits and rewards which may come
from such a love. This denial blinds them to the reality of the message and life of Jesus and
thereby only see what they want to see, read what they want to read, hear what they want to
hear and thereby believe whatthey want to believe. They customize their Christianity to suit
themselves and shut out and deny what may ask them to change and to see what this love of
God meansin their lives.

The reality of the Gospel cannot be denieditis there for all of us to live. It iseventhere when
we wish to deny it. We do not have the excuse which the disciples had of not knowing what
was going to happen. It happened and God’s love was proven to us in light of the cross and
reaffirmed with the resurrection. If we deny living a life of self-giving, if we deny the life of
service and the promotion of such a life, and if we deny the life of living God’s love, we deny the
cross and the resurrection. “Whoever wants to be first must be last of all and servant of all.”

Jesus made this point very clear for “... hetook a childand put it among them; and takingitin
his arms, he said to them, ‘Whoeverwelcomes one such childin my name welcome me, and
whoeverwelcomes me welcomes not me but the one who sent me.”” You see a childis
dependentuponus to give themtheir needsto live but cannot give inreturn those things which
we may seek which promote our lives. Itis whenwe see and live life as we see a little child that
we will actually know what itis like to be firstin God’s kingdom. We will then know what God’s
loveis likeinour lives and not the life we may customize to suit ourselves and deny that which
will bring God’s eternal love to us.
